West Coast Route Modernisation 2004

The modernisation of the West Coast Main Line is the largest and
most complex railway reconstruction project in Europe.

The project will mean improved safety, efficiency and capacity for
the national rail network and will allow intercity trains to travel up
to 125mph, reducing travel times.

How to use this timetable

Turn to the page showing the direction of
your journey and the day of the week you
wish to travel on.

Look for the station you will be departing
from in the left hand column.

Read across the page until you find a
time which is convenient for you to catch
the train.

Read down this column looking left to the
station you want to get off at. This will give
you your arrival time.

Things you should know

¢ ‘Footnotes’ may be given occasionally on some departure times.
These are letters immediately after a departure time (eg. 2124z).
The meaning of a footnote is explained to you at the foot of the
page you are reading, or in the ‘General Notes’ section at the
beginning of the timetable.

* Remember also to check symbols (eg. B8, 7T etc.) shown at
the top of columns or next to station names. The meaning of
each symbol is given on the ‘General Notes’ page.

¢ Train departure times are usually shown in standard type
(eg. 2124). However, if your departure time is in light type
(eg. 2124), you will need to change to a new train at the next
station whose time is printed in heavy type (unless there is a
footnote giving you other instructions).

¢ If you need to take more than one train to complete your journey,
you should allow at least five minutes to change trains.
At stations where more time is required to change trains, there
will be a box next to the station name stating the number of
minutes which you should allow.
For example, at Crewe station, you are required to allow at least
10 minutes to change trains. Crewe station is therefore shown

as ‘MICrewe’.

e Train times are shown in this
timetable using the 24 hour clock
format. For example, 1.28 pm is
shown as ‘1328’.

For other times, refer to the clockface
diagram shown on the left to make
afternoon time conversions.
